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Abstract

The subject of the presented thesis deals with the historical
features of the legal, social and political life in Pharaonic Egypt
and the philosophy of the Pharaonic kings in their rule before the
arrival of the Greeks to it, and before their rule over it. The rule
of the Pharaohs of ancient Egypt was based on the idea of
deifying the king, then the Greeks came to Egypt and ruled it in
the same way that the Pharaonic kings ruled Egypt in everything.
