Abstract

The subject of the research is concerned with the study of the
crimes of Women Trafficking in the Arab world and the ways of
combating those crimes according to the rules of the international law and
the internal criminal laws. Crimes of Women Trafficking are considered
one of the most brutal crimes in human history and the most prevalent in
the modern times as they are committed by organized crime gangs who
developed illegal means to beat their victims using modern technology.
The Arab countries were not immune from these crimes, despite the
reluctance of Arab governments to recognize their existence. These
crimes were included sexual exploitation of women, forced marriage,
forced labor and illegal organ trading.

The expansion of Women Trafficking networks called on the Arab
legislator to investigate and search for ways to combat these crimes
according to the relevant rules of international law and legislation. The
United Nations has made a considerable progress in building a legal and
institutional framework for international standards about fighting Women
Trafficking. The Arab legislation, which is recent in dealing with such a
case, has derived most of its provisions from the Palermo Protocol on
"The Prevention, Suppression and Punishment of Trafficking in Persons,
Especially Women and Children. However, most Arab governments
aren't fully complied with the minimum international standards set forth
to protect victims of Women Trafficking. Also, there weren't any efforts
as an attempt to comply with those standards. In addition, the role of the
civil society is still shy in addressing and combating the crime of Women
Trafficking in the Arab world. This issue has been addressed through
several proposals, the most important of which is the need to legalize the
status of house maids within the provisions of the labor laws, taking into
consideration reviewing the law of sponsor in the Gulf States, the
necessity of being intense in penalty policy in those crimes and
implication of penalty of confiscation of funds to criminalize money-
laundering. In addition, Arab countries should be urged to establish
specialized national committees that include civil organizations to combat
Women Trafficking crimes. We also recommend that the Rome Statute
should be modified to include Women Trafficking without requiring that
the act of trafficking is part of a systematic or widespread attack.
