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Abstract:

This thesis is designed for the study of the mechanisms of the protection of human rights, in view of
the provisions of the African Union’s Pact; whereas, the study is divided into a preliminary chapter
and two parts followed by a conclusion.

The first chapter deals with the development of human rights in Africa; while, the first part
investigates the African committee for human and peoples’ rights, as one of the mechanisms of the
protection provided for by the African Pact ; the second part deals with the African Court for human
and peoples’ rights; however, the influence and importance of these mechanisms are obvious and
clear through focusing on the idea that they not only work within the scope of the member states of
these conventions, but also because they work within the scope of the international organization
which validated these conventions, and they are influenced by it as the civil community as well; the
matter which makes these mechanism and procedures have an increasing impact on the states’
policies and attitudes regarding human rights.
